Directions for Book in a Bag:

Read the book, write a summary, decorate a bag with a scene from the book, place five items
in the bag that represent something from the book, bring it to school, and present it to the
rest of us!

Front of the bag:

The front of the bag should show an original student-made scene from the book. This can
be hand drawn and colored with markers or crayons or have cut-outs or other embellishments
to decorate the front, but it cannot be images that are printed from a computer!

Back of the bag:
On the back of the bag is a one-page summary of the book.

Side of the bag:
Students should write their first and last name.

Inside the bag:

Inside the bag students should have five items that show something from the book. Have
fun and use your imagination here. Put items in the bag that represent the parts of the book
that really captured your attention when you were reading.
